Through this network, the festival seeks to contribute to a
virtuous cycle of culture, the arts, and socioeconomic activity, and to the creation of
a well-being-oriented future where life shines brightly.As one of the festival’ s main
programs, the 3rd Co-Creation Summit of Official Participating Countries will also
be held.

Venue | Shoin "Taimensho (Ko-no-ma)" (National Treasure) of
NISHI HONGWANUJI , World Heritage

Nishi Hongwaniji is the head temple of the Jodo Shinshu
Hongwaniji-ha Buddhist organization. It received the desig-
nation as a UNESCO World Heritage in 1994. The temple
houses a wide range of invaluable religious and historical
treasures, including handwritten writings and portraits of
its founder Shinran Shonin. In addition to these sacred artifacts, it possesses numer-
ous buildings of great cultural significance. Among them are National Treasures that
evoke the magnificent and ornate aesthetics of the Momoyama period, such as the
Hiunkaku (Pavilion of Flying Clouds), the Taimensho (Main Audience Hall), and the
Shiro Shoin (White Study Hall).The Taimensho, also known as the Ko-no-ma ("Room
of the Wild Goose"), is the largest hall within the Shoin complex. It was traditionally
used for formal audiences with the Monshu (Head Priest). The name derives from
the intricate openwork transom above the raised platform at the front of the hall,
which features a carved image of a wild goose flying through clouds.
